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· Two elementary schools in Des Moines had  different snack and beverage machines assessed for availability of healthy options
· At Windsor Elementary, one machine was privately owned by a teacher, who was open to changing items in the machine to be healthier; at McKinley Elementary, the vendors provided product lists from their suppliers so staff could choose healthier options from this list for the machines
· At both schools, a survey went out to teachers and staff to see which healthy options employees would be most open to purchasing
· The machines will be reassessed at the beginning of the next school year to see if changes were made!
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Future Goals
1. Conduct a taste testing among teachers and staff with samples of healthier items
2. Reassess machines at the beginning of the next school year to identify changes in healthy options
